CHAIRMAN'S REPORT

On behalf of the directors I present the seventeenth Annual Report of Mr Chips Holdings Ltd for the year ended
31 March 2002.

REVIEW

The consolidated net profit after tax for the year is $661,698, which is only 52% of last year’s result, but sales
of $21,275,210 represent a 6% increase on last year and are a record for the company.

The result, while substantially behind budget, is nevertheless satisfactory in the circumstances. During the year
our two principal competitors, shortly before new Commerce Act constraints were to come into force, combined
their operations effectively creating a monopolistic market place. Understandably a number of major
consumers approached us regarding future supply. In order to meet Quick Service Restaurant quality
specifications and to increase capacity, the Board took the decision to build a new state of the art french fry
facility on our bare land immediately adjacent to the existing East Tamaki premises. It represents a major
increase in the scale of our operations. The Board has reviewed a large number of investment proposals in
recent years and was very pleased to be able to justify this substantial investment in our core business. This has
been done with the support and encouragement of our major shareholders, bankers, suppliers and customers.

The expansion was effectively underwritten by a long term supply contract with Restaurant Brands and
arrangements with other major customers. The decrease in profit this year is largely due to the necessity to
supply initial quantities to Restaurant Brands, from the old factory, which was not set up to manufacture cost
effectively to their specifications. Further, capacity constraints necessitated the subcontracting of our export
business with consequent loss of margin. Margins were already under pressure from cost increases in labour,
packaging and freight. Finally a serious refrigeration problem adversely impacted on our capacity and
profitability in the last quarter. Our Christchurch operation creditably performed to budget.

Management have coped very well in meeting the demands of planning, designing and purchasing the new
facility while ensuring the day to day business continued to operate satisfactorily. The new potato and kumara
specialty line installed last year was also successfully commissioned.

Funding for the project is an appropriate mixture of bank debt and equity, which in the medium term should see
our balance sheet ratios restored to their historical levels. Considerable time and effort was devoted to
exploring the possibility of involving two possible strategic equity partners but in the end your directors
preferred the option of a pro rata cash issue and bank debt. We were pleased to see the level of support for the
cash issue, which was successfully completed subsequent to balance date.

The equity ratio as at 31 March 2002 is distorted by the raising of debt to fund the expansion progress payments
prior to the cash issue. Operational cashflow remains strong.

DIVIDEND
A final dividend of 1.5 cents per share will be paid on 5" July 2002 (ex date 1% July), which together with the 2

cents per share interim dividend gives a total of 3.5 cents per share for the year fully imputed. The company
meets all solvency requirements.

I would like to thank all staff, a number of them with very long and loyal service, and in particular the senior

management team together with my fellow directors for their efforts during the year, which has seen the start of
a major step forward in the company’s development.

OUTLOOK

This year can be summarised as being one of short term pain for long term gain. The new facility represents a
very significant increase in capacity and capability and will have substantially lower operating costs. While this
has resulted in a large increase in debt your directors are confident that in the medium term we will achieve
record earnings and dividends per share.

We will now be looking to find new markets for this increased capacity and competitiveness together with some
innovative uses for our old facility.

Our immediate priorities are to complete the commissioning of the new factory and meet our contractual
commitments without causing any disruption to our existing business. To date the new factory is on time and
budget and we have made a promising start to the new year.

We have intentionally scheduled this year’s AGM to coincide with the official opening of our new production

facility. This will give all shareholders the opportunity of being the first to see the new facility in operation.
We would welcome your attendance.

Reporting Entity
Mr Chips Holdings Limited is a company registered under the Companies Act 1993 and listed on
the New Zealand Stock Exchange.

The group consists of Mr Chips Holdings Limited and its subsidiaries.

Mr Chips Holdings Limited is an issuer for the purposes of the Financial Reporting Act 1993. The
financial statements and group financial statements of Mr Chips Holdings Limited have been
prepared in accordance with the Financial Reporting Act 1993.

Measurement Base

The accounting principles recognised as appropriate for the measurement and reporting of
financial performance and financial position on a historical cost basis are followed by the group,
with the exception that certain investments have been revalued as per the accounting policy below.

Specific Accounting Policies
The following Specific Accounting Policies which have a material effect on the measurement of
financial performance and financial position have been adopted:

(1) Basis of Consolidation
The Consolidated Financial Statements have been prepared on the basis of the "purchase
method" and include the Financial Statements of the subsidiary companies Mr Chips
Limited, Autarky Holdings Limited, Aurumcorp Holdings Limited, and Apex Foodlines
(1984) Limited. All significant intercompany items and transactions are eliminated in
the preparation of the Consolidated Financial Statements.

(i1) Fixed Assets and Depreciation
Fixed Assets are recorded at cost, less accumulated depreciation.

Depreciation has been charged in the Financial Statements on a straight line basis, which
will write off the cost of assets over their estimated economic lives. The estimated
economic lives are:

Buildings 40 - 100 years
Plant and Equipment 5 - 10 years

Shares in subsidiaries are recorded at directors' valuation.

Inventories
Inventories are valued at the lower of cost, on a first in/first out basis, and net realisable
value.

Cost of finished goods includes the cost of direct materials, direct labour and a proportion
of the manufacturing overhead, based on the normal capacity of the facilities, expended
in putting the inventories in their present location and condition.

Debtors
Debtors are recorded at estimated realisable value.

Income Tax

The income tax expense charged to the statement of financial performance includes both
the current year's provision and the income tax effects of timing differences calculated
using the liability method.

Tax effect accounting is applied on a comprehensive basis to all timing differences. A
debit balance in the deferred tax account, arising from timing differences or income tax
benefits from income tax losses, is only recognised if there is virtual certainty of
realisation.

Financial Instruments

Forward exchange contracts entered into as hedges of foreign exchange assets and
liabilities are valued at exchange rates prevailing at year end. Any unrealised gains or
losses are offset against foreign exchange gains and losses on the related asset or liability.
Premiums paid on currency options are amortised over the period to maturity.

Leases
Mr Chips Holdings Limited leases certain plant and equipment and land and buildings.

Finance leases, which effectively transfer to the group substantially all the risks and
benefits incident to ownership of the leased item, are capitalised at the present value of
the minimum lease payments. The leased assets and corresponding liabilities are
disclosed and the leased assets are depreciated over the period the group is expected to
benefit from their use.

Operating lease payments, where the lessors effectively retain substantially all the risks
and benefits of ownership of the lease items, are included in the determination of the net
surplus in equal installments over the lease term.

Foreign Currencies

Transactions denominated in a foreign currency are converted to New Zealand dollars at
the exchange rates in effect at the date of the transaction. Monetary assets and liabilities
arising from trading transactions or overseas borrowings are translated at closing rates or,
where forward exchange cover has been obtained, at the settlement rate. Gains and losses
due to currency fluctuations on these items are included in the statement of financial
performance.

Statement of Cashflows
The following are the definitions of the terms used in the statement of cash flows:

(a) Operating activities include all transactions and other events that are not
investing or financing activities.
(b) Investing activities are those activities relating to the acquisition, holding and

disposal of property, plant and equipment and of investments. Investments can
include securities not falling within the definition of cash.

(c) Financing activities are those activities that result in changes in the size and
composition of the capital structure. This includes both equity and debt not
falling within the definition of cash. Dividends paid in relation to the capital
structure are included in financing activities.

(d) Cash is considered to be cash on hand and current accounts in banks, net of bank
overdrafts.

Changes in Accounting Policies
There have been changes in the following accounting policies this year:

Major engineering spares are capitalised as part of property, plant and equipment and
depreciated at the same rate as the underlying plant. Previously, these items were not
depreciated. The Board of Directors have adopted this change in accounting policy after
reviewing the requirements of Financial Reporting Standard number 3 “Accounting for
Property, Plant and Equipment”. This change in accounting policy has had the effect of
increasing depreciation for the year by $12,546.

Financing costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition or construction of a fixed
asset are capitalised. Formerly, all financing costs were expensed as incurred. The
Board of Directors has adopted this change in accounting policy after reviewing the
requirements of Financial Reporting Standard number 3 “Accounting for Property, Plant
and Equipment”. While capitalisation of financing costs is optional under the standard,
the Board believes their inclusion more fairly reflects the true costs of the fixed assets.
This change in policy resulted in $61,709 of financing costs being capitalised during the
year.

Dividends proposed after balance date are not recognised in the financial statements, but
are disclosed in the notes to the financial statements. Previously, all proposed dividends
were recognised as liabilities in the Statement of Financial Position. The Board of
Directors has adopted this change to conform to the requirements of the revised Financial
Reporting Standard number 5 “Events After Balance Date”. As a result of changing this
accounting policy no provision for final dividend (disclosed in note 19 as $276,987) is
recognised in the Statement of Financial Position.
